I. SCIENTIX COMPETITION 

Introduction 

The theme of the STEM Discovery Week 2019 is ‘Best Practices in Using Innovative STEM

resources from the Scientix Resource Repository with the aim to highlight best practices 

in current STEM teaching across Europe through using innovative resources.

You can find 

teaching materials, reports, training courses and LRE materials targeting a variety of ages of 

students and subjects. 

Scientix encourages teachers to explore these creative, innovative and original teaching 

resources and use them to showcase their best practices in teaching and learning during the 

STEM Discovery Week 2019. 

Steps to participate 

1. Select your favourite STEM resource from the Scientix Resource Repository 

2. Start making plans for organising a STEM activity using the resource you selected  

3. Pin the activity you are planning to organise on the STEM Discovery Week 2019 map 

before the end of April 2019 

a. Select the Scientix competition in the submission form 

4. Carry out the activity between February and April 2019 

5. Write a blog post in English on the STEM Discovery Week 2019 blog when your 

activity is done

latest by 10 May 2019

- Citizens of the European Union1 or associated to the European Union 2 AND 

- Participants complying to the process and rules of the competition

- The submission must mention the Scientix Resource used for the activity  

- The same activity can only be submitted to one competition and only by one person 

- Data provided in the submission form must be correct and truthful 

- Submissions must be in English language

- what you did in your activity 

- what resources helped you to implement the activity 

- how you involved your audience 

- the pedagogical value of your activity

Selection and winners 

At the end of the blog submission period on 10 May 2019, Scientix will evaluate and select 

submissions as winners. After the evaluation and selection period, Scientix will contact 

potential winners via the contact information provided in the STEM Discovery Week 2019 

map submission form. Winners will be invited to a STEM workshop organised in Brussels on 

14-15 June, where Scientix will arrange and cover flights and accommodation. 

Any dispute as to identity any of the prize winners will be resolved by Scientix in its sole 

discretion.
